The Lowlands of Scotland feat. Bladnoch - 32 
Bladnoch 10YO - Bladnoch 10 year old is a sweet and spicy dram, matured in 
Bourbon casks and crafted using pristine water from the River Bladnoch.  
Bladnoch Adela 15YO - “Adela” meaning ‘Noble’, signifies the richness and depth 
of flavour in this 15 year old malt matured in oloroso casks.  
Bladnoch 17YO - Bladnoch 17 year old is a rich and malty drop, originally aged in 
ex-bourbon barrels and finished in Californian red wine casks.  

Flights Vol 1 

The Island of Islay feat. Bruichladdich - 42 
Classic Laddie - The signature bottling from Bruichladdich, this unpeated style is 
the benchmark of Bruichladdich . 
Port Charlotte 10YO - A big and peaty scotch from Bruichladdich with a  
maritime tang due to the proximity of their warehouses to the sea. 
Selected Octomore - Made using barley grown in a single field, in a single year at 
Octomore farm less then a mile from Bruichladdich distillery.  A rare dram. 

The Dewar's Tasting Flight - 32 
Dewar's 12 - One of the worlds most awarded whiskies, a truly enjoyable blended 
scotch, that should be tried at least once.  
Aultmore 12 - Part of the Dewar’s Family, with crisp notes of apples and pears with 
an aromatic floral finish. 
Craigellachie 13 - Another member of the Dewar’s family. This dram has flavours 
of baked apples, vanilla, and marshmallows over a bonfire. 
Royal Brackla 12 - A smooth and inviting member of the family, with notes of 
green leaf and almond, developing into succulent vine fruits and perfumed spice.

Flights Vol 2 
Japanese Flight feat. Suntory - 48 
Toki - Blending old and new traditions together. A Japanese blended whisky by Suntory that 
walks the line of being ground-breaking and timeless. 
Hakushu - From Suntory’s mountain forest distillery, nestled deep in Mt. Kaikomagatake.  
Hakushu is a fresh and gently smoky single malt whisky with delicate herbal notes. 
Hibiki - Suntory’s Hibiki is a harmonious blend, blessed with the riches of Japanese nature and 
craftmanship and Japan’s most highly awarded blended whisky. 

Australian Flight feat. Starward - 25 
Two-Fold - Flavour-forward and elegant, with bright red berries on the nose and smooth caramel 
dessert balanced by tropical fruit on the palate. A perfect place to start on your flight. 
Nova - Decadently fruity and full of flavour. Starward’s Nova has been matured exclusively in 
Australian red wine barrels. 
Solera - A solera style of whisky by Starward. A fractional amount of each young cask is blended 
with more mature spirit and it means there's still a touch of their first ever cask in every bottle 
made today.  

Rye Flight feat. Michter’s Rye - 38 
Gospel Rye - Made using single-source  unmalted rye from the Murray Mallee 
region in South Australia and a custom designed six-metre-high column and 
copper pot still. This Brunswick based distillery is currently the largest whiskey 
distillery in Australia.  
Michter’s Kentucky Straight Rye - With a “Cost Be Damned” type of 
approach to distilling, Michter’s have been labelled the best of the best. This single 
barrel rye is no different. Peppery and spicy with refreshing orange notes 
Michter's 10YO Single Barrel Rye - An incredibly limited production, this 
10-year-old rye from Michter’s is peppery, with vanilla and toffee notes.  Not to 
be missed on your journey.
