The shepherd would use the shovel to flick dirt or med on a wandering sheep to guide it
back to the rest of the flock.

Sheep were comforted by the rod and staff becanse they knew that their shepherd would use
those tools tn];gu.ide and protect them. Our Good Sh herd, Jesus, has much greater tools, as
explained in the hymn Come, Thou Fount of Every mng "~ by Robert Robinson.

He, to rescues me from danger, brought me with his precious blood...
