Chaplains Corner
I’ll bet there are some of ya’ll that have never heard of Leonard Bernstein. “Lenny” as his friends called him was
the conductor of the New York Philharmonic Orchestra for many years, as well as composer of the music for West
Side Story, and the Broadway musical Candide. In the early ‘60s Bernstein did a prime-time broadcast on NBC
called Young Peoples’ Concerts, which I never missed. I remember someone asking him once which instrument
was the most difficult to play. He thought for a moment and said, “The second fiddle. I can get plenty of first vio-
linists, but to find someone who can play the second fiddle with enthusiasm-that’s a problem. And if we have no
second fiddle, we have no harmony.

It was a very keen observation about human nature, but the truth is that all of us must play second fiddle part of the
time-in our SCV Camp, at home, in church, and out in the big world where we work and play. Few people have a
leading role, and to say this is not to speak disparagingly of supporting roles or bit parts. In a movie it takes all the
actors to make the play complete. If all you saw in the Batman or Superman movies was Commissioner Gordon,
Alfred, or Lois Lane, the plot would be very dull indeed.

When King Saul in ancient Israel came back into Jerusalem following a huge victory, he was met by a group of
young girls who were singing, “Saul has slain his thousands!”” I’m sure those words were met with tremendous
approval by Saul, and he probably was thinking to himself, “I’ve got to have that song written down and preserved
forever.” But the stanza continued, “Saul has killed his thousands...BUT DAVID HAS KILLED HIS TENS OF
THOUSANDS.” “That miserable shrimp!” he was probably thinking, and he proceeded to go mad with envy. He
wrecked his life because his ego would not allow him to take second place to anybody. It is not easy for any of us
to take second place, is it?

I become amused when I read newspaper accounts of a professional athlete, who makes millions of dollars each
year becoming unhappy and grouchy because another player signs a contract paying more money than he is get-
ting. The problem is jealousy and selfishness. Such athletes claim they just want to get paid what they are worth-
which would be much less than they were already making. Their ego will not allow them to come in second to any-
body.

The oldest joke in the world was told about a mother-in-law. A primitive woman runs into her cave and cries out to
her cave man husband who is asleep on a bearskin rug, “Come quickly! A saber-toothed tiger is chasing my moth-
er!” The unimpressed husband rolls over to go back to sleep as he says, “What has the tiger ever done for me?
Why should I save him from your mother?”

General Robert E. Lee knew the value of playing second fiddle. This great general never stopped being a true
southern gentleman. Once, while riding on a train to Richmond, he was seated at the rear of the car. All the other
seats were filled with officers and soldiers. A poorly dressed, elderly woman boarded the coach at a rural station
and, finding no seat offered to her, she trudged down the aisle toward the back of the car. Immediately, Lee stood
up and offered her his seat. The other men then all rose one after another and offered the general his seat, “No,

gentlemen,” he replied, “if there are no seats for this lady, there can be none for me!” He knew how to play second
fiddle.

The inability to play second fiddle when called for is a sign of selfishness and insecurity. Humility and the ability
to give strong consideration to the needs of others are sign of self-respect. Lots of people need learn that.

In the few conversations that I had with Jack Dyess; he was never focused on himself. His was an attitude of serv-
ing what was best for Sons of Confederate Veterans, the Texas Brigade, and his Camps. If feel blessed to have
known him these three years.

Friend, Veteran and compatriot Jack Dyess has passed over the river to rest in the shade the trees
with our ancestors last night. Jack is a former SCV Camp Commander, a former 3rd Brigade Officer

and a Texas Division Officer. Please keep his family in your prayers as they mourn his death.

Major (ret.) Jack Dyess

Jack Dyess is a member of the Society of
Southern Historians and ten heritage or
veteran organizations He is a teaching
docent at the Texas Civil War Museum. He
holds a Master's Degree and has taught at
the US Army Engineer School, three
universities and the Fort Worth ISD. While
in the Army, he was a member of the US
team in Summer Olympics in Montreal in
1976. His ancestors fought in every
American war since the French-Indian War
(except WWI), 39 of whom fought for the
Confederacy. He enlisted as a Private and
retired 20 years later as a Major in the US
Army with service in Vietnam. He also
served the public for four years as a City
Councilman and Mayor Pro Tem of Haltom
City, Texas; a city of almost 50,000 on the

eastern edge of Fort Worth. Jack taught
actress Julia Roberts to country-western
dance and appeared as an extra in the
same movie with her and Willie Nelson.
Dyess is a popular speaker at the local,
state and national levels.

29 MAY The Pioneer Cemetery Confederate War Memorial is still up! But for
how long?

A Heritage litigation team, headed by Warren V. Norred of Dallas filed a law-
suit against the City of Dallas after the City Plan Commission upheld Dallas' res-
olution to "tear down" the 120 year old Pioneer Cemetery Confederate War
Memorial.

At a Temporary Restraining Order (TRO) hearing on Monday 20 MAY before
Judge Moye', the City represented to the court that it will take no action for at
least 2 weeks and so Moye denied the TRO on basis of no imminent threat. The
2 week period is up on Monday 03 JUN and a TRO hearing could be set very
soon.

In addition a lawsuit to protect the very same Pioneer Cemetery Confederate
War Memorial AND the Lee Park Monument, dismissed by a Dallas Court in
April, has been appealed to the 5th Texas Court of Appeals.

Interesting because the City of Dallas is soliciting bids to purchase the re-
moved Lee Monument starting at $450,000. Bidding ends on 05 JUN.

As we go to press today, we can give our readers no further details, save to
say the SLRC is doing all it can to provide research & litigation support to the
Dallas litigation team. Help us help them with all the support you can muster.

Our monuments hang in the balance!

E. M. Bounds
Confederate Chaplain

“Who is your favorite Confederate chaplain?”, Dr. Montgomery asked me. “R.L. Dabney,” I replied and gave my
reasoning that I thought Dabney was probably the most prolific writer of all things Confederate and Southern, as
well as all things Calvinistic and scriptural. I don’t think Dr. Montgomery disagreed with me. However, several
weeks later | was reading about the Battle of Franklin and came across the story of a Methodist Chaplain in the
Confederate Army that so impressed me I felt the need to investigate his story.

He was about five feet tall and thin. When weighted down with his backpack and equipment, he amused his fellow
soldiers who called him “the walking bundle.” He served in the Confederate army as a soldier-chaplain. He was
captured and released twice. For most of his life both before and after the War for Southern Independence, he la-
bored as a Methodist preacher.

Edward McKendree Bounds, known among his readers as E.M. Bounds, is one of the most successful of Southern
religious writers. He only had two books published in his lifetime. Preacher and Prayer and The Resurrection. His
nine other books were published after his death in 1913. His works have remained in print to this day. He basically
focused on one theme in writing-prayer. Rising at four every morning, he prayed until seven, so he knew personal-
ly about this topic. Besides his labors as a pastor, revivalist, and writer, he learned vital lessons about prayer dur-
ing his time as a soldier. The Battle of Franklin was a defining time for Bounds. But it was not his first experience
in that war.

Missouri was a salve state; ever since the Missouri Compromise, it was a microcosm of the slave versus free de-
bate in the United States. When Southern states began seceding, there were strong forces on both sides of the issue
in Missouri. Sons of Missouri donned both the Confederate gray and the Union blue. Political tensions in the state
were rife, and Missouri was represented by one of the eleven stars on that very familiar battle flag of the Confed-
eracy. Yet Missouri did not secede. Blame it on outside forces, such as General John C. Fremont, for Missouri’s
pro-Confederate political leaders were bested.

Remaining in the Union did not remove the internal strife from the state, and although few of the larger battles
took place there, many less known skirmishes did. One such incident involved Union troops confiscating church-
es. Another problem was that prior to the war, the Methodists had split over the issues that later split the Union.
Since Bounds was then a pastor in the Methodist Episcopal Church South, he was expected, along with other pas-
tors, to take an oath of allegiance to the United States and to post a $500 bond. Pastor E. M. Bounds opposed these
actions by the Union army. He was then charged with being a Confederate sympathizer and was arrested. Prison
then became his parish and there he ministered to other prisoners.

After more than a year of being prisoner, Bounds was turned over to Confederacy during a prisoner exchange. He
then became a chaplain in the 3rd Missouri Infantry of the Confederate Army. This unit became part of the Army
of Tennessee, which was under the command of General John B. Hood in 1864. E. M. Bounds when his flock, that
is his soldiers, were on the front lines in the heat of battle, he was there with them shouting encouragements. No

wonder they loved the little man they called “the walking bundle.”

E. M. Bounds Confederate Chaplain Cont.

The Army of Tennessee, under Hood’s command endured one of the most grueling and tragic cam-
paigns of the entire war. Hood marched his army back into middle Tennessee following the fall of At-
lanta and engaged the Union Army at the town of Franklin on November 30, 1864. Sometimes called
the “Gettysburg of the West”, this battle climaxed by an afternoon frontal assault cost the Confederates
over one-third of their 27,000-man army. Among the 750 missing/captured was Chaplain Bounds.

As the armies moved on, the prisoners were given the task of burying the thousands of dead soldiers.
Most were Confederates who had fallen in their attempt to capture the entrenched Union army. The
large numbers of dead soldiers, the need for hasty burials, and the sheer horror, fatigue, and ugliness of
the task would have disheartened most.

E. M. Bounds once again turned a difficult situation into a ministry. With shovel in hand, he prayed,
sang hymns, quoted Bible verses, and encouraged other prisoners as they buried their comrades. In the
spring of 1865 Bounds was released on condition that he would not take up arms again and returned to
Missouri. Bounds remained there a short time, for he felt the need to return to the scene of the Battle of
Franklin. The shallow graves he helped dig had been a necessity at the time; however, he felt that his
fallen comrades and soldiers deserved better. His vision was a noble one, but ghastly to accomplish. He
wanted the soldiers to be reburied and their names recorded.

The result was the burial grounds now found on the Carnton Plantation in Franklin. With some seven
hundred dollars he raised, he hired men to do the burial work. The land was donated and so during the
summer of 1865, nearly 1500 Confederate soldiers were exhumed from the battlefield and re-buried at
Carnton. Even that was not enough for Bounds. He made a list of all his fellow Missourians that were
buried there and saw to it that these names were published in Missouri newspapers. Bounds kept his list
of Missouri soldiers with him until he died nearly fifty later. When he could, he either visited or wrote
to the families of his fellow soldiers. He also labored to get scholarships for their children’s education.

During the years following the war Bounds was asked to pastor the Methodist Episcopal Church in
Franklin. Although he went on to pastor churches in Alabama and Georgia, Franklin would always be a
place with deeply etched memories and life changing experiences in prayer and ministry
