A. We should take time daily to speak with the
Lord.

Acts 14:27 “On arriving there, they gathered the church together and
reported all that God had done through them and how He had opened
the door of faith to the Gentiles.”

Acts 16:9 “During the night Paul had a vision of a man of Macedonia
standing and begging him, “Come over to Macedonia and help us.”

[ After Paul had seen the vision, we got ready at once to leave for
Macedonia, concluding that God had called us to preach the gospel
to them.”

I Corinthians 16:8 “But | will stay on at Ephesus until Pentecost,
Pl Because a great door for effective work has opened to me, and there
are many who oppose me.”

2 Corinthians 2:12 “Now when | went to Troas to preach the gospel of
Christ and found that the Lord had opened a door for me.”

I Thessalonians 4:11 “Make it your ambition to lead a quiet life, to
mind your own business and to work with your hands, just as we told
you, "% so that your daily life may win the respect of outsiders and so
that you will not be dependent on anybody.”

I Peter 3:1 “Wives, in the same way be submissive to your husbands
so that if any of them do not believe the word they may be won over
without words by the behavior of their wives.”
