•	 Comparison is the killer to authentic encouragement.  
•	 Pride hinders our ability to affirm
•	 Self-Centeredness keeps us from seeing God’s goodness
Love, Like, and Honor
Romans 12:10 NIV
•	Gospel Community has warm affection for one another in brotherly love 
•	Gospel Community seeks to honor rather than be honored 
· How do you have affection and show honor to other believers?
•	Remember that your fellow believers are children of God
•	Look for evidences of grace in their lives
•	Remember you were once without Christ (Eph. 2:12)
