Parishioners not only volunteer by cooking 
meals twice a month but some also serve meals at the 
door on a regular basis. In addition, we sponsor and 

help with the annual Thanksgiving Dinner as well as support their 
Christmas Dinner initiative. Thank you for your prayers, your volunteer 
time and your monetary donations that make all this happen.  As you may 
know DeMazenod Door also has 2 other initiatives that they provide: 1) 
HOUSING for 6 individuals in a congregate setting and for an immigrant 
family. 2) A FARM that grows vegetables to provide fresh food to the 
DeMazenod Food program and to families of St Patrick's in need. The 
FARM also has chickens that provide eggs twice a week so the folks have 
"Eggs in a basket" for breakfast. The Farm also provides work for those 
individuals who are part of the RESTORATIVE JUSTICE system as well as 
providing a prayer garden so people can visit and pray in the outdoors 
among nature.
