McKenna’s book, “Miracles Do
Happen.” Enjoy!

One time, when I was travelling on a plane, the steward came up to me and
asked me if he could speak with me. I'll call him Arthur, although that is
not his real name. Arthur told me he was a Catholic and that he went to
mass every Sunday, but that he had a very serious moral problem. He was
afraid to go to confession. He hadn’t been in ten years. He was afraid to
talk to a priest because tens years before he had had a bad experience in
confession. He went into great detail with me about his problem. By this
time he was crying. He said, “sister, I don’t know what to do. I'm scared. I
know I'm going to hell. I do everything I can to make up for what I am
doing wrong, but [ don’t seem to be able to overcome it. “ I looked at him
and said, “You know, Arthur, you don’t have to go into a box to go to
confession.” I told him about the new rite of Reconciliation and what I
understood about the sacrament. He said, “But I don’t know how to go to
confession. I haven’t been there in years.” I told him, “well, you’ve gone to
confession to me, but I am not a priest and can’t give you absolution. But
what you told me, you should go and tell a priest.” He said, “Is that how
you go to confession?” This made me realise that many people don’t go to
confession simply because they have forgotten how and not because they
don’t want to go. Because of the many changes in the Catholic Church,
people feel the priest will think poorly of them if they go for forgiveness
and don’t even know how to go about it. I took Arthur’s hand and said, “I'm
going to say a prayer for you and ask Jesus to give you the courage. And
then I'll arrange for a priest to see you.” As I began to pray with him, the
Lord gave me two images that, for my own life as well as for Arthur’s, were
very revealing. In the first image, [ saw Arthur caught in a net, as though
someone had thrown it over him and secured him in it. Then I saw a man
come up to him and open the net and let him out of it. The net represented
sin; the man who opened the net was the priest whom God uses to give us
tangible proof of forgiveness and healing. In the second image, [ saw a man
near an iceberg. He had a small icepick. He kept picking away at the
iceberg and he finally got it down just below the water, and he was very
satisfied. At least he had done that much. He went off, but when he turned
around and looked back, the iceberg was up again. The Lord showed me
that Arthur was doing things to make reparation to God for sin. He was
trying to prove to God that he loved him and that he really was sincere by
doing all kinds of good works. Arthur was trying to sanctify himself and to
overcome his own sinfulness without the help of God. Arthur found it hard
to accept that Jesus would forgive him. He could not understand that Jesus
came to save sinners, not the righteous. I explained to him that the

sacrament of Reconciliation is not just for wiping away the sins already
committed, but that the grace of the sacrament enables people to eradicate
the sinful habit in their lives. I realized as I spoke with Arthur that the
more | went to the sacrament , the less I fell into my own sins. The
sacrament gave me hope in the Lord’s mercy and strength in the face of
temptation. Arthur, there and then on the plane, made a commitment. He
said, “Sister, you find a priest and I will go to confession.” After ten years
he went to confession. The priest was compassionate and able to lead him
into true repentance and a real conversion experience. Three months
later, I talked to that young man. He told me that he was now going to
confession almost every week. And he said, “You know, Sister, I still get the
temptations, but I've never fallen back into that sin again. God has taught
me that temptation is not a sin and that I can come back to Him and I get
the strength to overcome sin. I thank you for teaching me that Jesus is not a
harsh judge, but compassionate and waiting to put his arms about me and
receive me back like the prodigal son.
