DEAR FELLOW PARISHIONERS;  Over 
the summer months, we will be 
sharing excerpts from Sister Briege 

McKenna’s book,  “Miracles Do Happen”.  Enjoy! 
I went to New Orleans for a five-day retreat.  One night, I woke up with a 
start.  As I woke up, I looked up at the ceiling and there, as though on a 
movie or television screen, was a picture of a beautiful garden.  The garden 
had many flowers and among these flowers were little weeds.  The Lord 
said to me, “Briege, this is your soul.”  The flowers represented the virtues I 
was trying to cultivate in my efforts to become holy.  But at the same time, I 
walked around the garden admiring the flowers, I was looking at the weeds 
and saying, “Oh, they’re just small and they won’t do a bit of harm.”  I saw 
myself giving the weeds a little pat saying, “I’ll not bother with you.  You’re 
just little weeds.”  Then the Lord said to me, “Those weeds represent sin.  
You are comparing yourself with the world, with all the evil in the world.”   
You know how it is.  We hear about all the terrible things that go on in the 
world and then we say, “Oh, but I don’t kill or steal.  I don’t push drugs. I 
don’t sell my body in prostitution, “ and so on.  
The Lord said to me, “You are not called to compare yourself with the 
world.  You are called to compare yourself with me.  I am your model.  Not 
the world. You must never accept sin.” 
I realized I was falling into the very trap I was preaching about.  I was not 
being vigilant about the sin in my life.   
As I continued to look at the image, I saw the gardener coming in.  He 
looked at me and said, “If you let me, I’ll eradicate those weeds for you.  
Then the flowers will have a brighter colour and there will be greater 
growth in your garden.” 
The greatest sickness today is not sickness of the body but of the soul.  The 
sickness of the soul can only be healed by the divine physician.  The Lord 
showed me that the sacrament of Reconciliation was the means he used to 
eradicate sin, that this is a great sacrament to help us grow in holiness .  In 
this sacrament,  the living Jesus comes to fight the enemy of your soul.  
The Lord showed me two other things through this image.  First , I cannot 
save myself, I cannot make my garden beautiful on my own; I cannot 
become holy on my own.  I must acknowledge that I am a sinner.  If  don’t, I 
am self-righteous and proud. 
Second, I learned the value of repentance and the beauty of confession.  
Confession is coming to the Jesus who loves me.  He wants me to 
understand that his love for me led to his suffering and death.   
Fr. Frank Sullivan, a professor of theology at the Gregorian University in 
Rome, once said, “If you want to know  what God thought of sin, read the 
passion of Jesus.”  The passion of Jesus shows what God thinks of sin, how 
despicable he finds it.  When I share this with people, they sometimes ask 
me, “What do you tell the priest? I wouldn’t know what to say to him. “  I 
always say to them, “Ask whoever you’re living with and they will tell you 
your sins!”

YOU ARE INVITED: We are delighted to invite 
you to see and purchase handmade religious 
articles made by the Sisters of St. Elisabeth 
Convent (Belarus), TUESDAY, JULY 9 after the 
7p.m. Mass. The Sisterhood of Saint Elisabeth 
was founded in 1996. For more than 20 years our 
sisters have been rendering spiritual, social and 

financial support to the sick and the suffering at the National 
Psychiatric Clinic, the boarding home for children with special 
needs and mentally challenged adults, a TB clinic. In recent years 
a rehabilitation center for the homeless, drug and alcohol addicts, 
ex-prisoners was established 20 miles away from the Convent. 
Over 180 residents live here today. Many lost and struggling 
people get a chance to tackle their problems and start a new life 
with God. A rehabilitation facility for females was established in 
2012. Women released from jail, the homeless and mentally 
challenged women stay there. Today there are 30 women and one 
toddler at this farmstead. To help these people workshops were 
established on the grounds of the Convent. Many of these sick 
people have a possibility to express themselves in art for God 
working together with sisters and making beautiful articles (hand 
painted icons, crosses, crucifixes, woodcarvings, embroidered and 
ceramic gifts, vestments). All these goods are made with love and 
prayer and bring blessing to home. You will support many people 
in need by purchasing items of devotions for yourselves and your 
beloved ones.
