This weekend we celebrate the Ascension of 
Our Lord into heaven. This feast is so important 
that, in Canada, it is transferred from Thursday to 
Sunday so that more can celebrate it liturgically. 

The Ascension took place forty days after Easter Sunday, when Jesus 
ascended body and soul into Heaven, and took His seat at the right 
hand of His Father. It is significant as it shows that He has returned to 
Heaven after completing his mission on Earth. Yet from there He 
continues to guide and watch over us.  

Our parish will be blessed to host the Diocesan Young Adult 
Group gathering next month. Young adults (those aged 18 to 39 
definitely qualify) are invited to join us on Saturday, June 1st beginning 
at 6:30 PM in the parish hall for an evening of prayer, fellowship, and 
live music!

We pray that our 
spiritual Mother Mary will continue to pray for our earthly mothers. May 
God bless you for being a beacon of light and love for your families. 

Chalice weekend is this weekend. For those who don't know what 
Chalice is, Chalice is a Catholic international aid charity focused on 
child, family, and community development.

 Dear Catholic families, National Family and Life Week (NFLW) 
this year will take place from 13 May to 19 May 2024. The theme for 
this year is “Love hopes all things,” which is taken from Saint Paul’s 
hymn on love in 1 Corinthians 13.7: “[Love] bears all things, believes 
all things, hopes all things, endures all things.” This description of love 
is also at the heart of Pope Francis’s reflection on the dynamics of 
spousal and family love in the Post-Synodal Apostolic Exhortation 
Amoris Laetitia, chapter 4. Through this theme, families are 
encouraged to cultivate, deepen, and renew Christian hope by drawing 
on scriptural reflection, family prayer, and the Sacraments. The CCCB 
Standing Committee for Family and Life and its corresponding Office 
have developed a pastoral toolkit specifically designed for the 
“domestic church.” Each day of the NFLW 2024 celebrates a specific 
theme, accompanied by prayers and activities for different ages, 
cultures, and circumstances, they can be found on our website:

NWL 2024).  May the Holy Spirit lead us into a “Love [that] hopes all 
things” during this Week. May our thoughts, words, and actions be 
inspired by the same Spirit, and may God hear the prayers of our 
Catholic families and grant them the hope that only He can give.
