Here’s an important update! On July 26th, our parish will 
have our second annual parish picnic with a Mass at 9 AM for 
those interested, and then picnic 10 AM – 2 PM. Fr. Pawel (at 
St. Francis Xavier) will celebrate the 9 AM Mass, as he also 
helps with the Family Catechism group. Last year the Family 

Catechism group organized this gathering, and this year it will take place again 
outside just behind the church. All are welcome! Please feel welcome to bring 
something to share if you would like to! Why have a parish picnic? It’s a great 
way to build community, get to know other people, and make new friends. 
It’s also nice to get outdoors and enjoy the beauty of God’s creation! We’ll 
keep the tradition going!  
 

Here is a message from seminarian Salvatore Parise who is staying with us 
at the parish during the summer (and we also await seminarian Giuseppe’s 
return at the end of the month!): Hello, my name is Salvatore Parise and I am 
studying for the priesthood for the Diocese of Hamilton.

Thank you to Father Greg, Father Mark Morley and to 
everyone who has made my journey so far unforgettable. 
 
Our monthly youth night will be replaced by the Jubilee Year youth event 
organized by the Diocese of Hamilton!  

A while back I shared how I watched the film Permission by Kevin Dunn 
about Fr. Bob Bedard, and I have good news! On September 24th at 7 PM, we 
will have a screening of the film where Kevin Dunn himself and other priests 
will join us. Please join us for this film, it is powerful and will help you to 
welcome God even more deeply into your life!
