My dear parishioners, 
 

This Sunday (July 27th) we celebrate World Day of 
Grandparents and the Elderly. In his message for the day, 
Pope Leo says, “In the Bible, God repeatedly demonstrates 
his providential care by turning to people in their later years. 
This was the case not only with Abraham, Sarah, Zechariah 
and Elizabeth, but also with Moses, who was called to set his 

people free when he was already eighty years old (cf. Ex 7:7). God thus 
teaches us that, in his eyes, old age is a time of blessing and grace, and that 
the elderly are, for him, the first witnesses of hope.” Let us continue to honor 
those who are more experienced in life and celebrate them, affirming for 
them the great value they hold for us! 
 
It will be a privilege for our parish to have Alex Schadenberg, Executive 
Director of the Euthanasia Prevention Coalition (EPC) and world expert on 
Euthanasia and Assisted Suicide, come and speak after Masses the weekend 
of August 30th and 31st. Alex will briefly share stories of people being 
pressured into MAID as well as the upcoming legislation (2027) to allow MAID 
for mental illness. As disciples of Jesus who follow a Biblical worldview, we 
believe that each and every human life is sacred, and we wish to protect 
vulnerable persons from the pressure to end their own lives. Therefore, I am 
personally pledging to match at least $1,000 to help support this organization 
and the great works they do. If you'd like to help with this cause, there will be 
envelopes attached to the August 30-31 bulletin. 
 
Here is a message from seminarian Salvatore Parise who is staying with us 
at the parish during the summer (and we also await seminarian Giuseppe’s 
return at the end of the month!): Hello, my name is Salvatore Parise and I am 
studying for the priesthood for the Diocese of Hamilton. I have the honor of 
staying with Father Greg at IHM for the month of July. People ask all the time, 
“what was my calling?” I can say it started at 3 years old. I always said to my 
parents that one day I was going to become a priest. But the call really came 
to me right after highschool. I was sitting in my basement playing video games 
when I had the urge to open and read my Bible. This was after 4 years of not 
really practicing my faith. After reading a few chapters from the Gospel of 
John, I felt an overwhelming sense of peace within me. And after that day the 
word seminary was at the forefront of my head. Day after day for 3 years I 
was pushing it to the back of my head until one day I realized that this was 

not leaving me. So I contacted the vocations office and met with the vocations 
director. I attended a discernment group and got to meet amazing people 
along the way. Thank you to Father Greg, Father Mark Morley and to 
everyone who has made my journey so far unforgettable. 
 
Our monthly youth night will be replaced by the Jubilee Year youth event in 
Guelph organized by the Diocese of Hamilton! 
 
A while back I shared how I watched the film Permission by Kevin Dunn 
about Fr. Bob Bedard, and I have good news! On September 24th at 7 PM, we 
will have a screening of the film where Kevin Dunn himself and other priests 
will join us. Please join us for this film, it is powerful and will help you to 
welcome God even more deeply into your life!  
 
In the Gathering Space, we have a number of votive candles for sale which 
you can take home. All the proceeds support our parish – thank you in 
advance! Each candle can be purchased for $3. However, if you buy 10, you 
can just pay $25! Moreover, you can also buy 30 for $70. Thank you to those 
who helped make this possible, and if you need any candles blessed, please 
feel free to ask me!
