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School Uniform Policy

1. Rationale

The policy of Clovelly House School, throughout all its educational establishments is that a basic uniform be worn and an appearance code followed. The school is aware that children with sensory needs often struggle with some items of clothing. Although we promote wearing our school uniform if this is an issue for any student we can come to alternative arrangements.    
2. Uniform

For School, the uniform is a plain white or black top, (shirt, blouse, or polo shirt). The top should be plain, not patterned nor should it have a slogan. The top should be worn with black trousers, tracksuit bottoms or shorts and with suitable footwear such as trainers or shoes. If, for reasons of warmth, something is needed to be worn over the top, then such outer covering should be the red school fleece which will provided by the school or a plain black pullover, cardigan or fleece. Again, there should be no patterns or slogans.

No head wear should be worn unless for religious reasons. 

3. Sporting uniforms
Pupils doing PE will wear black track bottoms and a white polo shirt or T-shirt. Suitable footwear must be worn for PE. For swimming, we ask that students bring their own suitable clothing to change into and their own towel also an additional bag to keep their swimming kit in.
4. Outdoor/off site activities

Pupils undertaking outdoor or offsite activities will be expected to comply with the dress code as determined by the teacher in charge. Pupils working in the grounds will be required to wear toe-capped wellingtons and appropriately warm clothing when the weather is cold. 

5. Exceptions

The exceptions to school uniform are:

i) where it is a non-uniform day to raise funds for charity

ii) where the correct uniform is not genuinely available that day or an acceptable letter of 
    explanation from those with parental responsibility is presented  

iii) where there are valid medical reasons and a medical note is presented

iv) where an activity is being pursued which would make school uniforms unsuitable (e.g. woodland or gardening). The garments worn then should be sensible and discrete.

v) where the activity is PE and a tracksuit or T shirt with tracksuit bottoms should be worn. The 
    tracksuit/T shirt should be discrete and sensible. Young people may come to school already 
    changed for PE. 
6. Not permitted

All items of clothing should be the correct size for the young person and should not be inappropriately revealing.

7. Appearance

Appearance should be smart and sensible. Watches may be worn, but no jewellery other than a stud in each ear. Rings and earrings, nose studs, lip studs or any other kinds of piercings are discouraged. The final decision as to what is acceptable or not rests with the School Head. 

8. Consequences

Where young people arrive unsuitably dressed, or they do not follow the appearance code, they may be allowed into school, to continue their school day, but they will not receive their merit points for wearing school uniform.
