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Congratulations on making the Vancouver Volleyball Club team (26).

We will be starting to have practises. So, check the website out for the times. Note important to check often things can change day to day.

You are expected to make all practises. If you cannot make it to a practise, please let the coach know as soon as you can.

The player will have to register on Sportlomo on their own. This covers registration to Volleyball BC and Volleyball Canada. You will have to set up an account on the sportlomo site.

There are two forms you must fill out to commit to the club. 

One is Player contract. Print it off, sign it and return to the coach. This one must be signed and returned. You have until Friday Dec. 19, at 
6:00pm to return the sheet and accept the offer for the team.

After that date, we will consider that you have declined the offer and will not be playing for 
VVC.

Second one is for the parents to sign. This can be emailed back. We would like both parents to sign if this applies.

The next step is making the first payment for the season It is a payment of $700, to cover around half of the season’s cost (see the cost breakdown on the next page.)

Method#1-A check written to Vancouver Volleyball Club (Please include the player's name on the check and the age level/Sex.)

Method #2-Cash is okay too. Put the cash in a labelled envelope with the player’s name, age level on the front.

Method #3 – E-transfer to coach.wwong.rcvc@gmail.com	Please use the players first name and last initial as the password (all in lowercase).for Bobby Smith it will be- “bobbys”

Method #4- If the payment is too great, contact Mr. W. Wong and we can see if a payment plan can be arranged.

Method #5-If you need financial assistance start applying. There is also a form on the website. I would apply to any group you can. They will require different things. Please let me know that you are applying so I can watch for the funding groups to contact me. We may be able to hold off the payment till the application is processed.

The season cost will cover the two uniforms, one t-shirt and one long sleeve warm-up. All tournaments in town, playdates, practises, and provincials.

If the team gets other gear, then that is on top of the cost. Things like backpacks, hoodies, sweats, etc. (Also, the player does not have to buy any of these things.

If a parent is driving their own kid plus three more on out-of-town trips. They will be reimbursed for the following cost. Ferries, Gas, Hotel, some food. If two parents of the same gender can share a room. This will save the team money. If there is less than four, then we can work out a lower amount for reimbursement.

If a parent is interested in helping scoresheet, flip cards, lines. We will help to teach you. If you are interested in help toss balls or things like that also get in touch with Mr. Wong.
