Player Fees for 2019–2020 Season

Varsity/JV player fee is $1350.* The uniform package costs an additional $250. Payments are due as follows:

· By June 18
—
$675 season deposit; $125 uniform package deposit, if applicable.

· By November 1
—
$675 season payment; $125 uniform package balance, if applicable.

Freshman player fee is $1350.*  The uniform package costs an additional $250. Payments are due as follows:

· By June 18
—
$675 season deposit; $125 uniform package deposit, if applicable.

· By November 1
—
$675 season payment; $125 uniform package balance, if applicable.

* Practice Players. The fee for a Varsity practice player is $675. The fee for a Freshman practice player is $675. Practice players must remit 50% of season payments and 100% of uniform package payments, if applicable, according to the appropriate payment schedule given above.

* Family Discount. If a family has two players, 10% is deducted from the younger player's season cost.

Unpaid Balances

Failure to make payments on time may result in the suspension of the player from games and/or practices, at the discretion of the Board of Directors (the "Board") of the West Islip Hockey Club (the "Club"), until payments are brought up to date. In the event that a player leaves a Club team for any reason, all unpaid balances are still due and payable to the Club. If a player defaults on an unpaid balance, notification of default will be sent to any and all hockey organizations in which the player participates or attempts to participate, including the Suffolk County High School Hockey League. Player will remain in default until all amounts due are received by the Club. Any defaulted balance from a prior season will result in the immediate suspension of the player, and any members of the player's family or household, from the Club until all amounts due are received by the Club.

Uniform Package

New players are required to purchase home and away game jerseys and socks, and two practice jerseys. Returning players may use their existing jerseys and socks, provided that they are in acceptable condition. As outlined in the Player Fees section, the cost of the uniform package is $250, which is due in addition to and payable with the player fees. Upon final payment for the uniform package, a player is entitled to replacement game socks and practice jerseys, as necessary, provided that replacement occurs no earlier than the start of the 2020-2021 season.  If a player needs or wants replacement game jerseys, they must be purchased anew.

Jersey Numbers

Jersey numbers are assigned on a first-come, first-serve basis. The number assigned a player will remain with the player throughout his or her membership in the Club. Assignment of duplicate numbers among players, or requests to change an assigned number, must be approved by the Club and will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

Ice Time
Although coaches are committed to providing a fair distribution of playing time, a player's ice time during a game – especially at the Varsity level – may be affected by the coaches' consideration of in-game situations and by a player's comfort and ability with game play and his or her practice and game attendance. Coaches will never put a player in a spot where he or she might get hurt. Rather, they strive always to provide the best opportunities possible for players to succeed, improve, and have fun, while at the same time maintaining a competitive team. In this regard, the Club's approach to playing time is consistent with that of the public schools our players attend. It is important that all players commit themselves to improving and working together as a team, so that the West Islip Hockey Club can offer an enriching, enjoyable experience for its all members.

Disciplinary Procedures

The Board is the governing body of the Club and has the authority to render all decisions relating to disciplinary problems, rules violations, and any and all other matters concerning the Club. Inappropriate behavior by a player and/or his or her parent/guardian will not be tolerated under any circumstances and may result in suspension from any and all Club programs.

Minor disciplinary problems concerning a player will be handled by the player's Head Coach, who has the authority to reduce the player's ice time in a particular game. If conditions warrant, the Head Coach may recommend a one game suspension to the Board. Within two weeks of the Head Coach's recommendation, the Board or a representative thereof will meet with the player and his parent/guardian to address the issue.

Serious and/or ongoing disciplinary problems concerning a player, and all disciplinary problems concerning a parent/guardian, will be handled directly by the Board. The Board or a representative thereof will meet with the player and/or his or her parent/guardian and the player's Head Coach to address and bring closure to the issue.

Complaint Procedures

Club members having concerns or problems regarding an individual, team or Club issue can present their concerns or problems to their designated Team Director. The Team Director will then bring this matter to the Head Coach or the General Manager of the Club for consideration or possible action. If the matter cannot be resolved, it will be taken to the Board for resolution.
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
