On a proper preparation for Communion: From Austin Farrar, late Warden of Keble College,
Oxford:  “It is hard to prepare for Communion, because it is hard to face the truth. But it is not at all complicated
or puzzling. You have merely to accept what you know God demands of you, and to renounce what you know he
forbids you, and to be sorry. Remember something to thank him for, and someone to pray for, and you have made
your preparation.”

In the Minor Propers (the Introit, Gradual, Alleluia, Offertory & Communion sentences) for Advent II,
the Prophet Isaiah looks to the day that God will intervene in human history to gather not only Israel to
Himself but all the nations. The Psalmist also looks to that future day when God will appear to gather all
the elect to Himself. Christians understand these events to have been fulflled in the Incarnation, in which
Christ gathers all to Himself.
