The Minor Propers (the Introit, Gradual, Tract, Offertory & Communion sentences) for Sexagesima
speak to our spiritual dis-ease: our sinfulness and separation from God. When assaulted by sin, we can
trust that God will drive away our enemies.  This is seen most clearly at Mass, when we “go unto the altar
of God, even unto the God of my joy and gladness.”
