On a proper preparation for Communion: From Austin Farrar, late Warden of Keble College,
Oxford:  “It is hard to prepare for Communion, because it is hard to face the truth. But it is not at all complicated
or puzzling. You have merely to accept what you know God demands of you, and to renounce what you know he
forbids you, and to be sorry. Remember something to thank him for, and someone to pray for, and you have made
your preparation.”

The Minor Propers (the Introit, Gradual, Tract, Offertory & Communion sentences) for Passion
Sunday become more poignant in their intensity as we approach the Triduum Sacrum – Holy Thursday,
Good Friday and the Easter Vigil of Holy Saturday.  As we refect on the text, we can imagine Our Lord
reciting these Psalms during His Passion as He hung from the Cross.  Additionally, the Communion
Sentence points us to the institution of the Blessed Sacrament on Maundy Thursday.
