You have merely to accept what you know God demands of you, and to renounce what you know he
forbids you, and to be sorry. Remember something to thank him for, and someone to pray for, and you have made
your preparation.”

The Minor Propers (the Introit, Gradual, Alleluia, Offertory & Communion sentences) for the Feast of
the Exaltation of the Holy Cross point us to the power of the Cross. This Roman form of execution was
meant to speak defnitively to the power of the Roman Empire. However, God's power is absolute. So it
is with the relative power that sin has over us. When we “glory in the Cross” we can lay claim to God's
absolute power over sin.
