
MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT 
Between 
BNSF RAILWAY COMPANY 
And The 
UNITED TRANSPORTATION UNION 
The following will apply to the Interdivisional Run between Amarillo, TX and Wichita Falls, TX. 
1. At each terminal a trainmen’s board having an “active” and an “inactive” list shall be maintained and shall operate in the manner described below. 
1.1 
The active list at each terminal shall be the list from which trainmen will be called, in turn, to work or deadhead to the other terminal (except as provided in Sections 2 and 3 hereof). 
1.2 
The inactive list shall be a list of trainmen at the home terminal but who have not advanced to the active list. 
1.3 
Each trainman arriving the home terminal will be placed at the bottom of the inactive list except when entitled to “restoration of turn.” 
1.4 
Each trainman arriving at the away-from-home terminal shall be placed on the bottom of the active list unless entitled to restoration of turn. 
1.5 
The number of home terminal trainmen (i.e., “quota”) that shall normally be on the inactive lists at Amarillo and Wichita Falls may be changed as service requirements and crew availability change. This quota may be different at each terminal. The inactive board quota will be coordinated by the local chairman, or their designees, at both points. 
1.6 
When a trainman arrives at the home terminal and adding the trainman to the inactive list causes that list to exceed its current quota, the first-out trainman on the inactive list shall be immediately moved to the bottom of the active list. If a trainman arrives at the home terminal “out of turn,” the trainman shall be marked up in accordance with Section 1.3 as soon as the proper order of markup can be determined. 
2. Deadheading Out of Turn 
  2.1  Interdivisional (ID) pool trainmen may be called to deadhead “out of turn” 
       from the away-from-home terminal, at any time after arrival, regardless of 
       their standing in relation to home terminal trainmen and the normal pool 
       rotation, except that trainmen must be called first-in/first-out in relation to 
       other ID pool trainmen with the same home terminal. It is intended that   
       “out of turn” deadheads shall be on the lineup, and have the intended
       away-from-home-terminal trainman(men) “locked” to them a minimum of
       four (4) hours prior to the on-duty time of the deadhead. 
           2.1.1    No more than three (3) away-from-home-terminal trainmen may be
                    deadheaded “out of turn” under this provision in a calendar day 
                    (0001 to 2359). If is further understood that these engineers cannot 
                    be used in combined service, but must be deadheaded to their 
                    home terminal separate from service. 
3. Crew Management 
  3.1   Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, ID pool trainmen shall be 
        called on a first-in, first-out basis from the active list at each terminal, 
        provided the first-out trainman has had sufficient rest under the Hours of
        Service Law. If possible and when no other trains would be delayed 
        thereby, the Carrier may delay the first-out trainman’s call so that he/she
        may obtain sufficient rest and depart in proper standing. If the first-out
        trainman is not rested, the next following trainman that has sufficient rest 
        shall be called. If there are no rested trainmen on the active list, the 
        following will apply:
        3.1.1 If there are no rested trainmen on the active list, it is understood that 
              BNSF will canvas rested trainmen on the inactive list, with the 
              understanding that an employee called off the inactive list shall
              not be disciplined account missing or declining a call for service
              and shall retain their position on the inactive list.
       3.1.2  Should there be no available trainmen on either the active or 
              inactive list that are sufficiently rested, then a make-up extra crew 
              shall be called at the home terminal to operate for one round trip 
              under the terms of this Agreement. 
3.2 
An ID trainmen whose rotation is affected by the provisions of this Agreement shall be entitled to be restored to proper turn (i.e., original rotation) at the next terminal regardless of whether he/she is on the active or inactive board. It is understood the employee entitled to restoration of turn is responsible for notifying Crew Support of such at the time of tie-up. 
2 
This Agreement will become effective on _____________________ and will remain in effect for trial period of 60 days. At the end of 60 days, the parties will meet again and discuss whether to continue or discontinue the Agreement.
