“We remember with gratitude and affection how the people of Canada offered us the
comfort of friendship and extraordinary assistance that day and in the following days
by opening their airports, homes and hearts to us.”

“On this anniversary, we recognize all the gestures of friendship and solidarity shown
to us by Canada and its people and give thanks for our continuing special
relationship.”

By the end of the day, more than 33,000 people, predominantly American, on 224
aircraft had arrived in Canada - primarily in Vancouver, Gander, Halifax, Goose Bay,
Whitehorse, Edmonton and Calgary.
