On June 15, 1915, the Battle of Givenchy unfolded in northern France, as 
part of a broader Allied push during the First World War. Led by the British 
First Army, the offensive aimed to break through German lines. 
Canadian troops, part of the 1st Canadian Division, played a supporting 
role, holding critical trench positions near Festubert and Givenchy. The 
operation faced strong resistance and failed to gain ground, with heavy 
casualties on both sides. 
Despite the outcome, Canada’s role highlighted the growing strength and 
resilience of its soldiers in the early stages of the war.  
Lessons learned from Givenchy helped shape Canadian tactics in later key 
battles at Vimy Ridge and beyond.
