Property Changes
As a reminder, all outside repairs, replacements, and changes must be approved before the work begins. This includes changes to exterior doors and windows, as well as fences, concrete, decks, pools, exterior painting, play sets and more. Property Change forms can be printed from the website and must be submitted to the architectural committee a minimum of 30 days prior to the planned start of your project.
Reminders

· Garbage cans, firewood, wheelbarrows, building materials, and the like should be kept in garages or otherwise concealed from street view as well as from the view of your neighbors. Garbage cans should be moved to the curb no sooner than 5:00pm the night before your scheduled pick-up, and removed from the curb no later than the end of the pick-up day

· In the event of snow of 1 inch or more, please move all vehicles to your garage or driveway to allow snow plows to completely and safely clear the street

· Residents are encouraged to keep garage doors closed and outside vehicles locked to prevent items from being stolen
Soliciting is permitted in Liberty Twp until 9 PM in the summer and 6 PM the rest of the year. You can sign up for the township “Do not solicit” list on their website, and obtain a “No Soliciting” at the township offices
