RESOLUTION
Whereas, the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions and Reservation of Easements for Logsdon’s Ridge Home Owners Association provides restrictions, covenants and conditions which are for the purpose of protecting the value and desirability of the property subject to the Declaration; and

Whereas, the Declaration, pursuant to Article V provides that exterior change or alteration may not be made until approved by the Board or Architectural Committee; and 
Whereas, the Board believes that it is necessary to adopt a policy with respect to the installation and maintenance of exterior satellite dishes (radio and television antennas) in compliance with FCC regulations; and

Whereas, the Board, through its legal counsel have drafted a policy that meets current FCC Guidelines; now therefore

Be It Resolved:  That the Association adopts the following guidelines:
Satellite Dishes (Radio and Television Antennas.) These guidelines are to be interpreted so as to balance the right of the individual owners and occupants to receive acceptable quality broadcast signals in accordance with F.C.C. regulations with the right and duty of the Association to preserve, protect and enhance the value of the properties within the subdivision.

A.  Prior Approval Required.

Pursuant to Article V of the Declaration, the installation of any permitted antenna requires the prior written approval of the Logsdon’s Ridge Home Owners Association Board or an Architectural Committee appointed by the Board.

B.  Permitted Antennas.  

1. an antenna that is designed to receive direct broadcast satellite service, including direct-to-home satellite services, that is one meter (39.374 inches) or less in diameter; or

2. an antenna that is designed to receive video programming services via multipoint distribution services, including multichannel multipoint distribution services, instructional television fixed services, and local multipoint distribution services, and that is one meter or less in diameter or diagonal measurement; or

3. an antenna that is designed to receive television broadcast signals.

All other exterior antennas are prohibited.

B.  Permitted Locations.


An antenna must be located on the rear of the dwelling unit in such a manner so as not to be visible by a person of normal height standing at the edge of the street directly in front of the Dwelling Unit.  Other locations are permitted if placement under these guidelines precludes reception of an acceptable quality signal.  In such case, the owner and the Declarant or the Association shall attempt to find a location with the least visual impact upon the surrounding properties.  If an antenna can receive acceptable quality signals from more than one location, then they must be located in the least visible preferred location. An “acceptable quality signal” is one that is intended for reception in the viewing area and is consistent with the quality of signals received by others in the immediate vicinity.  No location shall be permitted if installation creates a line of sight problem for drivers in the vicinity.  The Association may prohibit a location that imposes a legitimate safety concern.  An example of a location that imposes a legitimate safety concern is one that is near high voltage power lines or one where the guy wires obstruct legitimate pedestrian access.

Not more than one antenna providing the same service may be installed on a Lot.

C.  Other Requirements.


The Declarant or the Association may require that the antenna be painted in a fashion that will not interfere with reception so that it blends into the background against which it is mounted or that the antenna be screened so as to reduce the visual impact. Exterior satellite dish wiring shall be installed to be minimally visible and blend into the background against which it is installed.  Any such requirements must be reasonable in light of the cost of the equipment or services and the visual impact of the antenna.  The Declarant or the Association may impose restrictions on methods of installation that create legitimate safety concerns.  For example, permitted methods of installation may include reasonable height restrictions and adequate bolting and guying. 

D.  Continued Maintenance.


Each owner and occupant shall maintain any antenna in a reasonable manner so as not to become unsightly or unsafe.  Each owner or occupant shall remove any antenna upon cessation of its use, whether or not the wiring is connected.  If the owner and/or occupant does not properly maintain or remove the antenna within thirty days after notification, the LRHOA or a qualified contractor hired by the LRHOA may enter onto the property to remove the antenna. Any repair/removal expense will be charged to the property owner.

E.  Grandfather Clause.

Any antenna installed prior to the effective date of this guideline may remain.  
The removal or replacement of such antenna shall be subject to the provisions of this guideline, in addition to all other provisions of the Declaration, the Bylaws, the Articles of Incorporation, and the rules and regulations promulgated thereunder.
F.  Severability.

If any provision of this guideline is ruled to be invalid, the remainder of these provisions shall remain in full force and effect.

Be It Further Resolved:  That the Board and the Officers of the Association inform the Lot Owners and promulgate the process for approvals.
