
 

 
 

Student Behavior and Dress Code at School Events Policy 

Purpose:  

To ensure a safe and respectful environment at school events, and to outline 

expectations for student behavior and dress code. 

Scope: 

 This policy applies to all students attending school events, including 

concerts, performances, and other activities. 

Expected Behavior: 

● Students are expected to behave in a responsible and respectful 

manner at all times during school events. 

● Students must comply with school rules and regulations, as well as 

any specific instructions or guidelines provided by school staff or 

event organizers. 

 



● Students are prohibited from consuming or possessing alcohol or 

drugs at school events. 

Dress Code: 

● Students are expected to wear their school uniform to all events, 

unless instructed otherwise by the school. 

● The uniform must be clean, ironed, and correct. 

● Students representing the school at events are expected to take 

pride in their appearance and dress accordingly. 

● Failure to dress properly will result in 20 demerits. 

● Students not wearing their uniform at all will have their 

parents/guardians contacted to collect them from the event. 

Consequences of Misbehavior: 

● Students found to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs at a 

school event will be immediately removed from the event and 

may face disciplinary action, including suspension or expulsion. 

● Students who engage in disorderly or disruptive behavior at a 

school event may face disciplinary action, including detention, 

suspension, or expulsion. 

Procedures for Dealing with Misbehavior: 

● School staff and event organizers will monitor student behavior at 

events and address any misbehavior promptly. 

● If a student is found to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs, 

school staff will contact parents/guardians and arrange for the 

student to be transported home safely. 
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● In cases of severe misbehavior, school staff may involve law 

enforcement or other authorities as necessary.

● The school will promote a culture of respect and responsibility 

among students, staff, and parents/guardians.
