THE TRUTH IS…
“…’Do not I fill heaven and earth,’ saith the 
Lord”? Jer. 23: 24 
What  we  conceive  happened  in  each  of  our 
experiences of the world builds up our personal belief 
system. That is our usual operating process. Therefore, 
our perception of the world is largely built upon the 
beliefs  we  have  built  up.   If  our  experiences  are 
interpreted with the underlying conception of reality 
being that evil has power over our lives, we will build 
beliefs  as  such  and  therefore  most  of  our  future 

experiences will support and enforce that idea.  This happens because our beliefs inform our perceptions 
which affects our attitudes.  This in turn develops our behaviors and ultimately our habits, which causes 
most of our experiences.  How we approach life, relationships and even worship of Spirit is therefore built 
upon our beliefs.  What is vital to understand is that we as a race of human beings have also built up 
beliefs and one of them is that evil has power not only over our lives, but in and of itself.  We have built 
the idea of evil into its own entity with a power virtually equal to God or greater in many respects.  These 
underlying race concepts of life, God, evil, reside within our individual unconscious mind.

We are capable of changing the dynamic of how our lives work.  As our creative process continues, we 
form beliefs regarding our own experiences of the world individually, and over time also forming beliefs 
within the race consciousness.  This whole premise would completely change the dynamic of how we as a 
people,  perceive  our  experiences  and  our  attitudes  and 
behaviors and habits, etc.   Hopefully, you get the idea I am 
trying to convey.   

Can  you  now imagine  what  would  happen  if  we  built  our 
belief  system,  as  a  race  of  beings,  with  the  underlying 
conception of reality being that we are one with Spirit, made 
wholly of love which has no place for evil to exist and thus 
absolutely no power over our lives?  Let me expound further.
