The Tertiary Series requires high-level recorded performances via the presentation of a

video file (with links).

Recorded performances may be via a private, or public YouTube channel, or some

other medium. They need to clearly show the candidate performing.

Performances may come from performing in live concerts, competitions, and/or at

private or public functions.

Performance on related, historical, or modern instrumentation is encouraged throughout

the Tertiary Series.

Candidates may also perform their own high-level compositions or arrangements. Such
compositions may also be used for assessment for the Composer/Arranger pathway.
Candidates may utilise this for assessment in lieu of the performance requirement.

Exception: Performances that can be verified as commercial disc recordings from a

recognised studio. This exception is applied minimally for examination purposes.
