This is the largest of the local Simplex Nets with over 100 check ins from as many as 33 counties!
The YouTube channel “tgivy” has a livestream of the weekly net.

Net control is typically based in Weatherford, west of Ft Worth. From my location, I’'m often unable to hear Net Control. But when |
hear Net Control ask for check ins from Bosque and McLennan Counties on the YouTube livestream, | throw out my call sign a
couple of times. | will soon hear relays from those adjacent counties call my station back in to Net Control for my check in.

You can also monitor the check ins live on NetLogger and they have in active FaceBook group where they post the weekly results.

So give a listen at Friday at 8pm on 146.580 and see if you can get your call sign heard when Net Control asks for check ins from
adjacent counties. It’s fast paced and fun!
