· Making sure you have the right information about what services are available and who can have them.

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SEND Pathway of Support, Assessment and Planning











Most children and young people will have their needs met through services which are readily available. If your child has developmental needs or a disability and you want to know what help is available, you can talk to someone who knows your child, for example, your health worker, nursery nurse or member of school staff. Level 2 Emerging needs - Multi Agency Help via Early Help Assessment


Mild to moderate special education needs 




















Some children and young people need services to be more coordinated. For example if your child has health issues or requires support around behaviour, they may access additional services, eg. Behaviour Support Team. 





A decision may be made that it would help to complete an early help assessment with your family. 








We understand that if you have a son or daughter with additional needs, your family may at times need help from a range of services. 











If your child no longer needs ‘Early Support,’ the Safety and Wellbeing grid will show ‘what happens next’ and will signpost to the Local Offer and any groups or universal services that are planned. You should receive a copy of all the work that has been done with your family so that you can share this if your child needs help or support in the future. 
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Level 2 Additional Help through nursery, school or


College, ‘Single Category of Special Educational Needs Support’.








If the help is mainly needed at the early years setting, school or college, someone from there can act as your single point of contact.





Together you will draw up a plan of how your child needs to be supported.





The plan will be reviewed to make sure your child or young person is meeting their expected leaning outcomes.








In most cases the support from the Local Offer, universal services and the additional support at the setting will be enough.

Level 3 Graduated Response for an Individual Pupil ‘GRIP’ for short. Complex special educational needs.








If your child needs more 


support than is normally available 


through ‘Special Educational Needs 


Support’ you can now get extra support through Graduated Response for an Individual Pupil, ‘GRIP’ for short. 





The setting will apply to the Local Authority for the additional resources.  The ‘GRIP’ will be drawn up in partnership with your family and will clearly set out what extra resources are required and how they will be used to make sure that your child will meet their expected learning outcomes. 








The GRIP is a way of providing extra support without the need for statutory assessment.





The GRIP is a formal agreement between the parent’s, the setting and the Local Authority. The GRIP will be reviewed annually and if extra resources continue to be needed a new application should be made to the Local Authority.





Who can request an EHC Needs Assessment? 


A parent or young person.


A School or post 16 Institution.


Derbyshire will consider requests from ‘other professionals, e.g. a doctor or social worker





The EHC Plan is a statutory plan which will be reviewed annually. Once it has been agreed that your child needs an EHC plan you will then have the right to request a Personal Budget.








Level 3 Education, Health and Care Needs Assessment and Plan. Complex special educational needs and disabilities. 0-25 years








           





For a few children and young people who 


have complex educational, health and care


 needs a parent, young person, school or post 16 institution may decide to request an Education, Health and Care needs Assessment.





The Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) replaces the Statement of Special Educational Needs and is a way of ensuring that the care and support your child needs is well coordinated. 





The request for an EHC Needs Assessment will need to show what support has already been provided and what learning outcomes are not being met for your child 


before it will be agreed.
