Lying and deception are very common in 

our world. Many have absolutely no qualms 

about lying and feel no guilt in telling a lie.  

What motivates someone to tell a lie? Some 

tell lies to gain favor with or an advantage 

over others. Some lie to ruin the reputation 

and good name of others. Some tell lies to 

cover up some wrong they have done or 

cover up other lies they have already told. 

Others tell lies to protect themselves, and 

sometimes others, from some unpleasant 

situation or to avoid a conflict. Both 

children and adults often lie to avoid 

punishment.  

Who was the very first liar? The answer is 

Satan. He told the very first lie in an effort 

to deceive Eve into partaking of the fruit of 

the tree of the knowledge of good and evil 

which God had forbidden (Genesis 3).Eve 

believed Satan’s lie and sin and death was 

the sad result.

The New 

Testament tells Christians, “Therefore, 

putting away lying, "Let each one of you 

speak truth with his neighbor," for we are 

members of one another” (Ephesians 4:25).

In 

view of this inspiration declares, “Do not lie 

to one another, since you have put off the 

old man with his deeds, and have put on the 

new man who is renewed in knowledge 

according to the image of Him who created 

him,” (Colossians 3:9-10).

21:8).

God to tell a lie (Titus 1:2; Hebrews 6:19).
