 6.   A copy of the applicant’s voter registration form.
 7.   If the applicant will not be 18 years of age by deadline for submitting this scholarship application,   
                   she must complete the voter registration form, mark it as “Planned Voter Registration,” and include it   
       in her scholarship application.
