Term Offered: Spring 2022 (March-April) 
 

Course: “Missions, Evangelism, and Discipleship” 
 

Course Times/Dates: 1.5 hour Zoom meetings for six weeks, beginning 

Thursday March 24 for 6 consecutive Sundays ending Thursday, April 28. Classes 

will meet live on Zoom at 8 pm ET/7:00pm CT/6:00pm MT/ 5:00 pm PT.  

 

Course Content: This course will focus primarily on Christ’s Great Commission -- His call to missions, 

evangelism, and discipleship. We will look at biblical foundations and demonstrations of these ministries, 

survey some of the things God is doing in our world today, and hear from experienced leaders who will both 

challenge and inspire us. Clayton Ford will lead the class, interacting with effective leaders* who have 

demonstrated effectiveness in these core ministries. *Guest missional/ministry leaders for this course include: 

Tim Long (training leaders in Mexico, Dominican Republic, and other Latino/a missions; Billy Ford (ministry 

among Native Americans in northern California); Jeff Anderson (national and international media, e.g. TV and 

radio ministry); Pastor Ritesh (leader/trainer of church planting teams in India); Jeff and Annie Dieselberg 

(ministry among sex-trafficked victims in Bangkok, Thailand). 

 

Recommended reading: Students are encouraged to read Christian Mission in the Modern World by John 

Stott as a good foundation in preparation for this course. The book can be purchased on Amazon for $12.99 (or 

$10.99 on Kindle). Other class materials will be provided by the speakers for you to print as needed.
