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Here we are right in the thick of the FedEx Playoffs. Interesting that some big named high owned players missed the cut (Rory/Scott in particular), but thanks to a couple of guys we have 80 of the 94 active players in the field make the cut. There is no MDF in the FedEx Playoffs so don’t worry about a flyer getting cut after today’s round. We are also going to be seeing a little bit of weather concerns for both of the “weekend” days. Sunday is going to be wet and rainy with some wind, and Monday is going to have some wind with temperatures about 20 degrees higher than Sunday. In terms of 3rd round guys to play the morning players seem to have the worst conditions with Rain expected between 11-1 and the winds being the highest during this time (rain will continue on and off throughout the day but the winds will be lower from 3-6PM). The wind will be highest in the middle of the day Monday but will be blowing in a different direction (Sunday winds will be blowing from the E, while Monday will be blowing from the W). This will cause the course to play completely different on each day. Recommendation is to lower exposure to the guys teeing off earlier on Sunday. 
Top Level $8,500 and up
Play: DJ ($10,000). Watching him play on Friday and Saturday we were starting to get that “Wells Fargo/Northern Trust” feel. Just watching it looked like something was about to go astray in round 2 like it did in both of those tourneys. What did he do on the weekends of those two tourneys? Balled the fuck out and took 2nd and 1st. Expect something similar this week. He is 9th in the field in birdies (10), 7th in SGApp, 12th in SGT2G, and only 22nd SGOTT (he is 2nd in this category on the season so expect that to improve). The game is there, he just needs to tighten up off the tee and with his distance and strong ball flight the wind/weather shouldn’t impact him like other players. He is also in the top 2 in both 3rd and 4th round scoring this year on the tour. Strong stuff.
Pivot: Brooks ($8,700). After the first round we were thinking this dude just doesn’t give a flying fuck about the playoffs, but then he turned on the switch in round 2. He went from -.092 SGApp in round 1 to 1.503 in round 2. He also dramatically improved his SGT2G from -2.47 in round 1 to 2.831 in round 2. Nice little 5.5 strokes gained swing there. Expect the same for the weekend, and this dude can make birdies as well as anyone (4th in the field in birdies gained over the last 24 rounds). A world class player with the projected ownership under 10% sounds good to us. 
Placeholder:  Spieth ($9,900). About halfway through round 1 he stopped having visions of DJ’s tee ball in last week’s playoff, and remembered oh yea I’m Jordan Spieth. He’s 2nd in the field in SGT2G, and is LOSING strokes putting (-.721)! This is giving him the 3rd Pos difference on the week. His uncharacteristic putting has only allowed him to make 9 birdies so far, expect that shit to change. Dude is from Texas so the wind won’t make much of a difference to him. If he isn’t in contention to take this down after tomorrow we will be certainly surprised. 
Mid Level ($7,400 to $8,400)
Play: Phil ($7,400). Hunch here, but it looks like Lefty found the fountain of youth recently and hopped onto team Adderall with Grayson (full disclosure no idea what prescription either have). There was an article that came out that Phil went to a doctor to find some “Energy and Focus” yes that would be the exact thing Addeys give you. Either way he doesn’t look like that lifeless turtle on the log anymore and his game is showing such. He is not doing much really great, but he is doing everything solid. He only has 2 bogeys in the first 36 holes, but has 8 birds. He is also trying to show Stricker that he is playing well enough to warrant a President’s Cup selection. He should put together a good weekend and has that upside to get you high up in your tourneys. 
Pivot: Webb ($8,200). We have 11 guys that are in the top 20 in both 3rd/Final round scoring and Webb is one of them. He is also a guy we liked at the beginning of the week and minus some bonehead mistakes on his last 9 yesterday he seemed to be cruising along. His T2G game has been uncharacteristically poor the first two days, and we expect that to turn around. He’s 13th in birdies gained over the last 24 rounds and we expect that to continue this weekend. With his ownership projected to be sub 5% he makes a great pivot. 
Placeholder: Finau ($7,500). Do not let the final round last week take you off this guy. He was tweeting out around 2-3AM EST last Sat night that he was watching the end of the big fight. Unless he is one of the 1% that watches a big fight and doesn’t partake in some sort of drinking/eating shit food, then he was bound to be tired. And it certainly showed that he was as he played his last 13 holes in 7 over. As for this week he is fucking GAINING strokes putting. If he can keep this up and hit it like he has been, he will be in contention to win this thing. Play him!
Low Level ($7,300 and under)
Play: Murray ($7,100). Team Addey rise up! Murray is playing very solidly and more importantly for weekend golf he is a birdie machine (and even threw in a hole in one yesterday). He is currently 9th in birdies gained over the last 24 rounds and is 4th in the field this week with 11 birdies (along with that hole in one). If he can avoid making those doubles he is accustomed to he will be in the mix to not only advance in the playoffs but also win this week. 
Pivot: Rodgers ($6,900). He is the 3rd best 3rd round scorer on Tour this year and is in desperate need to have a great weekend to advance in the playoffs (started the week in 68th, but is currently projected 82nd). This is more of a gut call than a statistically based pick. But it appears he is going to be totally unowned, and dude has a lot of talent. He makes for a great boom or bust punt, and his price allows you to load up your lineup as well. 
Placeholder: Na ($7,200). One year baby birthday swag is in full effect this week. Na has put together a couple of really solid rounds to start off. He is also one of the 11 that is in the top 20 in both 3rd/Final round scoring this year. Another guy that is trying to play his way into the 3rd leg of the playoffs (started the week on the outside looking in at 75th but is currently projected 46th). He is doing some nice things as he is 6th in SGPutting and 4th in birdies made (11). His price is extremely attractive for a guy that is making as many birdies as he has been so far, and with his low weekend scoring average for the season he makes a great placeholder for your weekend teams.
