HOUSE
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Kitchen, Bathroom & Laundry 
Please feel free to use the supplies 
you can find in the kitchen, hallway 
kitchen closet, bathrooms and 
laundry room. Toilet paper ONLY for 
flushing – no wipes or products of 
any kind as sewer can become 
blocked. Please use toilet paper 
supplied in bathrooms (find 
additional supply in laundry room).  
Additional blankets, pillows, sheets, 
etc located in bedroom closets and 
kitchen hall closet.

Garbage & Recycling Disposal
Garbage (black lid bin) is collected 
every Monday & Thursday. 
Recycling (blue lid bin) is collected 
the 1st and 3rd Wednesday of each 
month. Recycling must be placed 
curb side. Please ensure the bins 
are put out the night prior.

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ORDINANCE
NOISE

Borough of Sea Girt ‘Quiet Hours’ are between 10:00 PM and 8:00 
AM 7 (seven) days a week. Sea Girt Police manage this ordinance 
under a zero-tolerance policy. Violations require mandatory court 
appearance and fine(s). Multiple violations may result in court 
ordered revocation of rental lease and subsequent eviction. In the 
event of such an eviction, Landlord will not refund or prorate any 
rent, commissions, cleaning/pet fees, or other previously paid 
Tenant fees. Security deposit shall be returned per standard terms 
of the lease. An abstract of the Borough of Sea Girt Noise 
Ordinance is included below.

BADGES
BEACH 
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1. Four (4) Sea Girt Beach Badges are located 
in the heart shaped lighthouse dish on the 
porch etagere (2nd shelf). Daily badges are 
available for purchase ($11) online or at the 
Sea Girt Pavilion (CREDIT CARD ONLY) on 
Ocean & Beacon

2. Badges are required (ages 12+)to enter Sea 
Girt beach and will be checked by entrance 
attendants.

3. Pease ensure badges are securely fastened 
to your beach wear, towel, etc. as each 
badge has a value of $125. You are 
responsible for the fee to replace should 
any badges be lost or taken upon 
departure. 

4. Please be sure to return all badges to the 
dish upon check out to avoid any fees.

T V -  M A I N  R O O M
1. Smart TV enabled
2. Use the Roku remote to power on /off.
3. Select your personal account apps to sign in (Netflix, Amazon, Hulu, 

etc)

1. Located on porch , main room, kitchen, and master.
2. Wall switches (round) control porch (1st round switch) and main room 

(behind TV)
3. Wall remote controls kitchen fan / light

A I R - C O N
1. Google Nest controls central air on main level including porch 

(located on wall left of TV – slide finger around outside of unit to 
control temp up or down)

2. Individual units in Master and Queen/Bunk. One control for Master 
and one for Queen/Bunk

3. Select the Start/Stop button to turn unit on/off (Operation light will 
turn green).

4. Use the Set Temp. arrow button to control temp up or down
