Rewilding Psyche Seminar

Application Guidelines and Procedures
The Seminar Applicant Must: 
1. Be genuinely interested in and committed to the learning process—engaging thoughtfully with seminar readings, participating actively in group sessions, and embracing the Jungian and nature-oriented ethos of the program. 
2. Hold a postgraduate degree or be actively working toward one. Exceptions may be considered on an individual basis. 
3. Have completed a minimum of 25 hours of Jungian-oriented therapy or be in ongoing Jungian analysis with a certified analyst. Continuous engagement in Jungian analysis and/or Jungian-oriented personal work is required for the duration of the seminar. 
4. Come prepared for each seminar weekend having engaged with the assigned readings and materials (approximately 8–10 hours per month on average). Active participation in experiential and group learning deepens understanding and enriches group discussion. Ongoing weekly analysis is strongly recommended as a container for processing both unconscious material and academic content that arises through the seminar. 

To Apply:
1. Complete the Application Form.
2. Sign and Date the Rewilding Psyche Seminar Agreement.
3. Include an autobiography (approximately 2-3 pages) of your journey, interest, and knowledge of Jung and Jungian theory, personal and psychological development, why you are interested in joining the Rewilding Psyche Seminar, and your relationship to nature. 
4. Please attach your Curriculum Vitae or Resume.
5. Pay a $250.00 deposit to hold your place in the group that will be applied to your Seminar tuition. Make checks payable to Colorado Center for Jung and Nature Studies (no fee) or contact Shannon at jungandnature@gmail.com to send you a PayPal request (will include a 2% fee). If, after we talk by phone, it becomes clear that the seminar is not a good fit for you, your $250.00 deposit will be returned to you. After September 30th, 2026, your deposit will not be refunded. 
6. You can mail your application materials, $100.00 application fee, and $250.00 deposit to the Seminar Coordinator, Shannon Yockey, 2261 Silver Oaks Drive, Fort Collins, Colorado, 80526. 

	
After your application materials and deposit have been received:
1) Shannon or an RPS faculty member will contact you to arrange an admissions interview either in person or by Zoom with at least two RPS faculty members. 
2) Please note that this is not an application to an analytic training program. Seminar participants will receive a certificate of attendance. 
3) Participation in the seminar does not guarantee admission to training to become a Jungian analyst, which requires attendance in a training affiliated seminar.
4) Registration is for the full year—two semesters. Total cost of the Rewilding Psyche Seminar: $2,300.00 includes instruction, materials, lunches, and light refreshments (a $250.00 deposit and a $100.00 application fee are required to hold your spot). 


Seminar tuition payments:
Tuition for the first semester ($1,150) is due on July 1st, with the second-semester tuition ($1,150) due on December 1st. There is a tuition discount of $100 if you pay for the entire year ($2,200) before July 1st.
