Wedding Party Bios-Read this before writing!

In order for us to successfully create and deliver a fun and personal introduction of your wedding party, we’ll need your help.  They can be short or long, funny or sentimental, true or made up.  The more people there are in the wedding party, the shorter you’ll want to keep the intros, but even more important than number of introductions is how entertaining they are.  If your guests are laughing and cheering, the intros won’t seem long, no matter how many we do.  If it’s just “informational” rather than entertaining, it can seem too long very quickly. After deciding that living together was not the ideal arrangement, they have once again become the best of friends, and they’re closer than ever.  She’s the mother of the flower girl, Mandy, and a nine-month-old daughter, Casey.  Here’s Trish Munoz.

Short
[Simply the Best]
Stacy’s sister loves sports, volleyball, soccer and basketball, and is the best little sister in the world.  Stacy still remembers the day she was born, because she was the cutest thing ever, and still is.  Shelby Zenovieff.  

Fictional – medium length
[Rocky]
The Best Man is a true renaissance man.  He’s run four marathons, two triathlons a 5K, this month alone.  He’s also won two Olympic Gold Medals and one Bronze, when he had a broken leg.  He’s a Rhodes Scholar, a Congressional Medal of Honor winner, a Pulitzer Prize winner and is the current Poet Laureate of the United States.  He’s a really big deal, and he’s currently unemployed, Zack Thomas.  [I’m Kind of A Big Deal from Anchor Man]

Typical Information to provide us includes;
First and last names, with phonetic pronunciations
Age/Marital Status/Children/Occupation/Hobbies/Relationship to bride and/or groom
How long you’ve known them
College attended, degrees, sororities, fraternities
Personality traits (Outgoing, funny, shy, life of the party, high maintenance, etc.)
SHORT, funny and/or slightly embarrassing stories which can be told in a couple of sentences. 
Reasons they might be famous (eats more than anyone, loudest laugh, can name any line from any movie, etc.)
What their friends might vote them most likely to do. (Most likely to sky dive, fall in love on a first date, etc.)

It’s not necessary for you to write the introductions.  Instead, just provide us with the information and we will do the writing for you.
