Sunday Obligation: From a Recent Statement of the Bishops of England and Wales 

We now invite all Catholics who have not yet done so following the pandemic, to re-

turn to attending Mass in person.... As the Church needs the witness of the presence 

of each person, so too each believer needs to journey in faith and worship with their 

fellow disciples. Nourished by our encounter with the Risen Lord Jesus, fed with His 

Word and His Body and Blood in Holy Communion, and supported by the presence of 

each other, we receive strength week by week, to serve the Lord and glorify Him with 

our lives....It has always been the understanding of the Church that when the freedom 

of any Catholic to attend Mass in person is impeded for a serious reason, because of 

situations such as ill health, care for the sick or legitimate fear, this is not a breach of 

the Sunday Obligation. 
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
