Missed Appointment Policy:

1. You as the parents and/or guardians of the enrolled students must make sure that the students must attend 90% of the program in its entirety.

2. Parents/guardians forfeits their child’s scheduled tutoring session if he/she does not after 20 minutes of the starting time. Unless the parent/guardians call the Smart Kids, Inc. Administration Office or their child’s Tutor Facilitator at 314-884-1486 to notify them that they are ruling late. Otherwise, your child’s tutoring session will be canceled due to no call/no show rule. 
3. If the student misses three schedule appointments, then that student will be removed from the Tutor Me Program and/or the Summer Enrichment Program. 
4. Parents/guardians are solely responsible for dropping off and picking up their child on time for each scheduled appointment. 

5. Parent/guardians must communicate with their child’s Tutor Facilitator for any changes, updates, or concerns they may have. Please do not interrupt your child’s tutoring session. 
6. Parents/guardians understand that their child must take an Entry Assessment Test so that we can know what their starting point is and an Exist Assessment Test to see how well their child did in either program. All data from these tests are combined in a report for our records. 

7. Parents/guardians will be notified via text, phone, or email to alert them of any scheduled and missed appointments. 

8. If a student misses their appointment, we will notify you and we ask that you please communicate with us so that we can know the status of your child’s continued enrollment plans. 
9. If you remove your child from either program listed above, then you may not re-enrollment them to the next semester. It is not our fashion to waste your time, the tutor’s time, and our time. We ask that you respect our time the same way we will respect yours.
