MISS GULCH:_No, her dog!
UNCLE HENRY: Oh, she bit her dog, eh?

MISS GULCH: No! That dog’s a menace to the community. I'm taking him to the sheriff and make sure
he’s destroyed.

DOROTHY

Please, Aunt Em, Toto didn’t mean to. He didn’t know he was doing anything wrong. I'm the one that
ought to be punished. | let him go in her garden. You can send me to bed without supper!

AUNT EM

Almira Gulch, just because you own half the country doesn’t mean you have the power to run the rest of
us! For 23 years, I've been dying to tell you what | thought of you! And now... well...being a Christian
woman, | can’t say it!

CHARACTERS IN THE TORNADO

LADY IN ROCKING CHAIR: Good day. (A COW floats by.)
COW:_Mooo! (TWO PEOPLE in a rowboat float by.)
ROWBOAT #1: Howdy.

ROWBOAT #2: Strange weather we're having.

PROFESSOR MARVEL & WIZARD OF OZ

PROFESSOR: (Calling off to Dorothy.) You’d better get home quickly, there’s a storm blowing up, a
whopper, to speak in the vernacular of the peasantry. (Pause) Poor little kid. | hope she gets home all
right.

WIZARD: | am Oz, the Great and Powerful! Who are you? Silence!

WIZARD: You dare to come to me for a heart, do you? You clinking, clanking, clattering collection of
caliginous junk!

WIZARD: And you, Scarecrow, have the effrontery to ask for a brain? You billowing bale of bovine
fodder!



GLINDA & WICKED WITCH & DOROTHY:
GLINDA: And so what the Munchkins want to know is...are you a good witch, or a bad witch?

DOROTHY: I'm not a witch at all. | didn’t mean to kill anyone, really | didn’t.

WICKED WITCH: Didn’t mean it, eh? Accident, eh? Well, my little pretty, | can cause accidents, too—
and this is how | do it! (Big scary gesture)

GLINDA: (Laughs) Oh, rubbish! You have no power here. Be gone, before somebody drops a house on
you, too.

WICKED WITCH: Very well, I'll bide my time. And as for you, my fine lady, it's true, | can’t attend to you
here and now as I'd like, but just try to stay out of my way! Just try! lll get you, my pretty, and your little
dog, too! (Laughs)

MUNCHKIN LINES (Please learn the first 3 together)

MUNCHKIN 1: We thank you very sweetly, for doing it so neatly
MUNCHKIN 2: You've killed her so completely, that we thank you very sweetly

MUNCKIN 3: Follow the yellow brick road.

MUNCHKIN MAYOR: Friends, this is a day of independence.
For all the Munchkins and their descendants!

MUNCHKIN CORONER: As Coroner, | must aver, | thoroughly examined her,
And she’s not only merely dead, She’s really, most sincerely dead.

TOTO (Prepare all the lines to show the different emotions)

TOTO: (Somewhat singing “Over the Rainbow”) Rrrrome, rhere! Rover ra rrrrainrow! (TOTO gestures,
indicating they must be over the rainbow)

TOTO: (Growling at GLINDA) Grrrrrrr...

TOTO: Gruffl (TOTO pants happily)

TOTO: Rrrollow the rrrrellow?

TOTO: Ruff! Ruff-ruff-ruffl  Grrrrrr...

SCARECROW, DOROTHY & CROWS

SCARECROW: That'’s the trouble. | can’t make up my mind. | haven’t got a brain, only straw.
DOROTHY: How can you talk if you haven’t got a brain?

SCARECROW: | don’t know. But some people without brains do an awful lot of talking, don’t they?
SCARECROW: A witch, huh? I'm not afraid of a witch! I'm not afraid of anything, except a lighted
match. (pause) But I'd face a whole box full of them for the chance of getting some brains. Look, | won’t
be any trouble, because | don’t eat a thing. And | won’t try to manage things, because | can’t think.
Won't you take me with you?

CROWS: Caw! Caw!

SCARECROW: Hey now, you get on out of here! Boo! Scat!

CROWS: Caw! Caw!

SCARECROW: | said Booooooo! (A pause. Then the CROWS burst into laughter.)

CROWS: Caw-caw-caw-caw! Cuh-caw!




APPLE TREES

APPLE TREE #1: How dare you!

APPLE TREE #2: Give back that apple!

APPLE TREE #3: Thief! Thief!

APPLE TREE #4: Scoundrel!

DOROTHY: We've been walking a long ways and | was hungry—

APPLE TREE #1: She was hungry!

APPLE TREE #2: The audacity!

APPLE TREE #3: The nerve!

APPLE TREE #4: How would you like to have someone come along and pick something off you?

TIN MAN

TIN MAN: Oilcan... Oilcan...

TIN MAN: My mouth... my mouth!

DOROTHY: Oh, goodness! How did you ever get like this?

TIN MAN: Well, about a year ago | was chopping that tree, minding my own business, when suddenly it
started to rain and right in the middle of a chop, | rusted solid.

LION

LION: Put ‘em up! Put ‘em up! Tl fight you with one paw tied behind my back. Tl fight you standing on
one foot. Il fight you with my eyes closed.

LION: You're right! 1 am a coward. | haven’t any courage at all. | even scare myself. Look at the circles
under my eyes. | haven’t slept in weeks.

DOORMAN

DOORMAN: Who rang that bell?

DOORMAN: State your business!

DOROTHY AND THE GANG: We want to see the Wizard.

DOORMAN: The Wizard? But nobody can see the Great Oz! Nobody’s ever seen the Great Oz! Even
've never seen him!

0Z WOMAN: Dorothy? Who’s Dorothy? (scared because the Witch writes Dorothy’s name in sky)

GUARD: Nobody can see the Great Oz! Not nobody, not no how! (very stern)
GUARD: The Witch’s Dorothy? (Much nicer) Well, that makes a difference. Just wait here, I'll announce
you at once.

NIKKO

NIKKO: Eee-Eee-Eee! (In a monkey voice proud to tell the Witch)
WICKED WITCH: You've captured her dog?

NIKKO: Eee!

WINKIE GUARD LEADER: She’s...she’s...dead! You've killed her!
WINKIE GUARD LEADER: Hail to Dorothy! The Wicked Witch is dead!
