Eileen Seuffert, Mary Scotland, Helen Suredam, Eugene Horyn, Elain~ Fix, Jean Priebe, Isa­
belle Hutte r, Ruth Makowski, Noreen Grimes, Kathryn Young and just loads of others . Oh, 
yes, we can't forget the Boys' and Girls' Glee Club . 

W . C. Bryan left school again , May 20, to supervise the Day Care Nursery Schools of 
the City. 

Trl(outs for Choir . ... Oh, what agony until the list was posted in 315 and from then 
on through the happy semester, hopefuls went around humming " Now the Day Is Over" just 
for practice and wishing they could shout to everyone, · "V./e're in Choir at last. " 

Eugene Horyn started his own column, Horyn Blowing. (Honk, Honk ). Also, George 
McClellan took over Rhodeo. 

Isabelle Hutter was secretary of the Leaders' Club, 11 A class, 12A class, etc. Wonder if 
she took the commercial course. 

Dan Hudak was the first letterman in our class to break into the regular lineup of the 
Rams. 

The event of the year in our estimation was the dedication of the Minute Man Flag, 
and congratulations from Mayor Lausche. Nice going, gang. 

Capt. Henderson giving all of us a thrill in his new Mar.ine uniform. 
We succeeded in the Fourth War Loan Drive. Good Work! 
We said good-bye to Mr. Hoffman, who left for the Navy. He once· said that we boys 

would never see service in the Armed Forces. Ha! Ha! 
Our boy, Fred Hopp, left for service in the Air Forces. 
Our class started to organize in the 11 A and we elected Gene Kansky as President, Dan 

Hudak as Vice-President, Isabelle Hutter as Secretary. and Jerry Ott as Treasurer.

John Bahner was elected Student Council President.
