In August 1946 strange disc-like shapes appeared in the heavens. They were 
first reported as hoaxes, but we soon gave them the name of flying saucers. 

Although the National Air Races were over by September 2, the strange discs 
were still being reported all over the country. Some people thought that the discs 
came from another planet, and we young students, having broad minds, liked to 
believe this fantasy (?) and to [eer at our totally indifferent parents. 

On the eve of September 2, 1946 we grade-school graduates were looking for­
ward to four years of unknown occurrences that, we were told, could be made into 
advantageous opportunities, depending entirely on us.

In the spring young students' fancies lightly turn to thoughts of picnics. Our first 
picnic was held at the popular Snow Road Metropolitan Park. (The place where stu­
dents "accidentally" fall into the creek.) 

Upon returning to "the school," we elected the Student Council officers to lead us. 
John Brainard and Bob Hilty were elected the president and vice president of the 
council. 

Another year rolled around and we suddenly realized that it was our last one 
at Cross-Rhoades. 

More of the boys went into sports. In football the Burke to Brainard passes be­
came famous. Tony Mencini and Joe Sestito broke other peoples' bones in wrestling. 
Paul Rhode and Don Burke dribbled a basketball around the floor. John Brainard 
chased up and down a little track, and Al ("Muscles") Wisniewski was the little man 
that went out for tumbling. 

Some more people decided that the Honor Society couldn't do without them, so 
Bob Hilty, Jane Rebuck, Chuck Nauman, Dolores Sereta, Joan Eirich, Ray Smola, 
Kathleen Kaul, and Jean Smith joined the gang. 

Athletic ability and brains weren't the only talents our class had, for some people 
could sing. The Triple Trio boasted of Donna Gierman, Joan Eirich, Arleen Springer, 
Lois Lade, Carolyn Fix, and Joan Schugard. Alan Altznauer, Harry Maruschke, Mike 
Zaretsky, and Jim Boehm were in the Boys' Octette. 

Because we behaved ourselves, we were allowed two privileges—electing officers 
and having a picnic. 

The officers for the 12-B class were Mike Zaretsky, president; Tony Mencini, vice 
president; Billie Serpas, secretary; and June Toth, treasurer. 

The picnic was a rough house. "Football for a l l " was the motto of the day. 
We'll never forget the scrape Joan Zabor's car gave Stan Gorski's. 

How will we ever forget the tax-stamp drives of the Student Council, and the 
boys of our class discussing the merits of this little organization? 

One day George Manson wanted some publicity, so he broke the football practice 
machine.
