I, the property owner (Owner) of record, agree to pay the Venado Lakes-Argyll Water Association a connection fee of Seven Hundred Fifty ($750.00) Dollars, plus any additional obligations incurred on behalf of the Owner by any contractors and subcontractors.   I acknowledge that I am responsible for all in-field agreements entered into by my contractors and/or subcontractors with Water Association representatives regarding connection to the system. The Association will provide estimated administrative and water supply installation expenses to Owner prior to connection.  Actual installation costs will be paid by the Owner when service is required.  Service will be provided once the connection fee is paid. The licensed plumber will arrange an appointment with the Water Association Operator to inspect the hookup to the provided curb stop.  No water meter installation is required for service.  A monthly fee of $40.00 is required for each month of service following hookup.  This fee is subject to change as administered by the Water Association Board of Directors.


I agree to become a customer / member of the system as soon as service is available to my property and pay the charges required by the rules, rates and regulations adopted by the Water Association Board of Directors.  In consideration of having the service made available to my property, I agree to pay the charges required by such rules, rates, and regulations whether or not I continue to use the system. I understand that this contract runs with the property, and that the owner of record is responsible for all subsequent incurred obligations.  I understand that unpaid monthly fees and charges shall constitute, under State of Illinois statute, a lien upon my real estate and legal action can be pursued to collect the delinquent charges.


I agree to follow the guidelines attached to this contract related to new water line installation.  The Board of Directors must approve in advance deviations from Items 1,2,3,5 and 6 with exception of item 4.  Installation of the service of the service line must be made in the road right of way with access to the curb stop unencumbered by impervious surfaces.  Curb stops scheduled to be located under the 

residence driveway and/or walkway entrances, must be approved by the Board of Directors prior to acceptance of this contract.  Relocation of any existing curb stop maybe necessary depending on the location of the residence.  Relocation will be at the Owner’s expense. The Water Association will not be responsible for the expense to replace / repair right-of-way surfaces due to repair of service line connections.


I understand that no deviations are allowed for item 4.  An automatic penalty of $750.00 will be assessed to the account of property owner if the terms of item 4 are not followed.


I have discussed the terms of this contract with all contractors involved in providing water services to this property.  They and their subcontractors agree to abide to the terms described therein and understand their obligation to satisfy the term of this contract.  Service will not be provided until all items of this contract have been honored.

Guidelines for New Water Line Installation

1. You are responsible for installation and maintenance of service lines between the curb stop and the residence.

2. The service line must be at least ¾ inch in diameter and must be installed at a minimum depth of four (4) feet.

3. Service line must have a minimum working pressure rating of 160 PSI at 73.4 F, and must be constructed of the following type of material: Type K copper, polyvinyl chloride (PVC), polyethylene, or polybutylene.

4. Service line must not be covered until they are inspected and approved by a duly authorized Water Association representative.

5. No cross-connection to existing water supplies is allowed until approved by the Water Association Board after submittal and comment by the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency.  Any deviation from the Association approval process may delay connection of water service.

6. Only one building or single-family unit may be connected per contract.

7. The hydrants installed are water distribution system flush hydrants only and are not designed for fire-fighting protection.
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
