Etiquette is a set of rules that encourages politeness and respect on the internet. It helps us relate better with other people while expressing our opinions and respecting those of others. It also helps us avoid misunderstandings and problems with other internet users. Also, thanks to these rules, we can protect our privacy and that of others.
So today I'm going to tell you about the most important netiquette rules.
As you may already [00:01:00] know, you can surf the internet anonymously, which means that no one knows who you are. Unless you tell them Because of this, sometimes we don't know the people we're talking to and we can unintentionally hurt them. We should remember that what we say on the internet can affect us in real life.
This is why it's important to protect and take care of each other as users, but in order to do that, we have to communicate carefully. While online, we can give our opinion about any topic, but we must do it with respect and without offending others. Let's take a look at this example where we talk about a movie.
Hey, I think the sequel is better still. I respect your opinion. I find your thought very interesting and it helps me understand the movie from a different point of view.[00:02:00] 
Sometimes when we write and send a message, someone may understand it in a different way. For example, when we want to communicate something in a friendly tone, that could be unpleasant for someone else. That's why we use emoticons. They help us make the message clear because they allow us to convey how we feel or express our intention with what we say.
For example, look at this conversation.
A wonderful idea. It's a good thing that he used emoticons. Otherwise, I would've understood the complete opposite of what my friend wanted to tell me.
It is [00:03:00] important to write as clearly as possible so that we can be understood. Also, there are some things to keep in mind when sending messages. For example, did you know that when you write in all capital letters, you're shouting Ah
huh.
Oh, ooh.
An awkward situation, isn't it? Although they can be funny, misunderstandings. It's good to know etiquette to avoid them.
When you talk about others or tag them in your posts, it should always be to say something positive, never to insult or make negative comments. [00:04:00] Do you know what it's called when someone misbehaves online with another person? Yeah. It's called cyber bullying. It's awful. People who struggle from it have a very tough time.

We don't normally share personal information with people we don't know, do we? If we receive friend requests from people we don't know on social media, it's best not to accept them. When someone creates a social media profile, they may make up information such as their age or even use someone else's picture.
Since we can't be sure of the identity of the people we're talking to, it's best to interact only with friends We really know.
You already know how important it is not to share personal information online. But you shouldn't post things that your friend has told you without first asking permission. Your friend has trusted you and it could make them unhappy if everyone finds out about their secrets.[00:07:00] 
You also shouldn't upload pictures of other people without their permission. You should show them first and then ask if they want to share pictures of themselves online.
Remember that everyone should follow netiquette so that if you don't wanna be tagged in a post or have your information shared without your permission, you should tell your friends. If someone makes a mistake or does something that you don't like, tell them in private. But don't scold them calmly.
Explain to them how you feel so that they won't do it again in the future.
Lastly, it's important to know how to distinguish between our real life friends and our virtual friends so that we can know how to behave with [00:08:00] each one of them. A real life friend is someone that you know personally. For example, your classmates or those friends in afterschool activities. You can talk to your friends online.
Also, face to face, they're people who you can share what you like with or what you think. However, if you only know your friend virtually, they could eventually become your friend in real life. But it's also important to know that they can be people who are trying to trick you. That's why we have to be careful when communicating with them.
For example, if you make virtual friends playing video games, never give them private information and avoid talking to them outside of the game. Also, if you're ever in doubt about the identity of the person you're talking to, ask an adult to help you. Find out. Great. Thanks to [00:09:00] netiquette.
