Lesson Plan: Cyber Safety for Kids (Grades K-2)

Duration: 30-40 minutes
Grade: K-2 (Ontario Curriculum)
Subject: Digital Literacy / Cyber Safety 

Lesson Objectives:
· Students will understand the importance of safety while using the internet.
· Students will learn basic rules for safe online behavior.
· Students will recognize that they should ask a trusted adult if they are unsure or upset.
· Students will understand the value of being kind and respectful online.

Materials Needed:
· Educational cyber safety video (play during lesson)
· Picture cards or flashcards with safety messages (e.g., "Share secrets with family," "Be kind online," "Tell a grown-up")
· Drawing paper and crayons
· Cyber Safety Pledge handout or poster

Lesson Procedures:
1. Introduction (5 minutes): 
· Greet students and introduce the topic of the lesson.
· Ask questions like: “What do you like to do online?” or "Have you used a computer or tablet at home or school?"
· Explain briefly that today, they will learn how to stay safe and be kind online.
2. Video Viewing (10 minutes): 
· Play the selected cyber safety video.
· Pause if necessary to clarify or highlight important points (such as not sharing private information, being respectful, and telling a grown-up).
3. Discussion and Reinforcement (10 minutes): 
· Review the key safety rules:
· Only share private info with family or trusted adults.
· Ask a grown-up if unsure or if something makes you upset.
· Be kind and respectful online.
· Use picture cards to reinforce these points and prompt discussion:
· What should we share online?
· Who can we talk to if we see something confusing?
4. Drawing Activity (10 minutes): 
· Students draw a picture showing themselves being safe, kind, or talking to a trusted adult while using a device.
· Encourage creativity and expression of understanding.
5. Closure & Pledge (5 minutes): 
· Introduce the Cyber Safety Pledge.
· Read it aloud and have students repeat after you.
· Invite students to sign or put a sticker sticker next to it.
· Remind students to follow these rules every day.

Assessment:
· Observe participation during discussions and activities.
· Review drawings for understanding of safety concepts.
· Listen to student responses to assess comprehension.

Extensions/Follow-up:
· Send home the Cyber Safety Pledge for family review and signing.
· Display classroom posters about online safety.
· Incorporate songs, games, or stories to reinforce cyber safety regularly.
