2. False - The video stated, "No. If Jayden didn't mean any harm... it is not cyber bullying." However, it could become cyberbullying if he didn't delete it.
3. Sample Answers:
1. Take screenshots of the cyberbullying.
2. Block the group texts. (Other acceptable answer: Tell an adult she trusts.)
4. Sample Response: I would advise them not to share personal information with anyone they only know online. Malcolm's story shows that even seemingly friendly online acquaintances can use personal information in harmful ways. It's safer to only share such details with people you know and trust in real life.
5. cyberbullying - If Jayden does not delete the photo of Dylan after seeing negative comments, he could be contributing to cyberbullying.

7. True - The video states, "Shonda needs to document what happened in case it happens again."
8. Sample Answers: It's crucial because strangers can use your personal information (like your address, phone number, or full name) to harm your reputation, locate you, or commit identity theft. Trustworthy people won't ask for this information.
9. Sample Response: Bystanders contribute to cyberbullying by amplifying the harm (by laughing, sharing, or not intervening), making the victim feel more isolated, and signaling to the bully that their actions are acceptable. A positive action a bystander could take is to not share the harmful content, report it to the platform or an adult, or directly message the victim to offer support.
