(Accept answers similar to): Independent sources are important because they are less likely to be biased or paid to promote a certain viewpoint. They provide objective information, making the overall information more trustworthy. 8. (Accept answers similar to): Adults also navigate the digital landscape and encounter misinformation. Many adults may not have received media literacy education in school and need these skills to make informed decisions and to guide students. 9. (Any two of the following or similar): 1. Look for evidence: Is the claim supported by photos/videos from other angles? Are there news reports from reputable Canadian media? 2. Check for manipulation: Does the video look edited? Are there filters used? Could elements have been added or removed? 3. Search the internet for keywords like "Niagara Falls disappeared hoax" or "CN Tower missing fake" to see if others have debunked it. 4. Check reputable news sites (like CBC, Global News) to see if they are reporting it
