Lesson Plan: Media Literacy
Grade Level: 5-6
Objectives:
· Students will understand media literacy.
· Students will evaluate the credibility of online information.
· Students will develop critical thinking skills regarding digital content.
Materials:
· Transcript of the video
· Whiteboard and markers
· Internet access for research
· Quiz handouts
Instructional Activities:
1. Introduction (10 minutes):

Wrap-Up (5 minutes):
· Have students share their findings and discuss the significance of verifying information.
· Emphasize the importance of skepticism and critical thinking skills.
Cultural References:
· Discuss the cultural significance of baseball in North America, touching on iconic players and historic moments.
· Mention well-known online hoaxes, like UFO sightings, to illustrate the concept of misinformation.
Assessment:
· Evaluate student participation in discussions and their ability to articulate research findings.
· Administer a quiz covering the key concepts of media literacy
