Job Steps
1. [bookmark: _Hlk106970521][bookmark: _Hlk106970441]Do a check for obstacles in the proposed walkway area. Ask property owner about any underground wires, pipes etc.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk106970747]Proceed to dig out area for walkway. A backhoe may be required for digging depending on the scope of the job.
3. [bookmark: _Hlk106970922]Lay class “a” and level
4. Tamper class ‘a”
5. Lay crusher dust and level
6. Lay flagstone [using proper lifting techniques]. If making a walkway to a house start at the door and work yourself “out” to the street, sidewalk etc.
7. Ensure each piece of laid flagstone is level. Give it a good stomp with your foot and then check for “rocking” of the rock. 
8. If need lift the uneven end and put in more crusher dust to stop “rocking” Stomp again. If still rocking remove the flagstone and scratch up crusher dust. Relay the flagstone. Stomp again. May have to use a different piece of flagstone.
9. Depending on what the property owner wants-spread sand or crusher dust or soil [ex. may want thyme planted] 
10. Sweep off the finished walkway.
11. Meet with property owner to ensure they are satisfied.
12. Clean up debris, tools, equipment.
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
