Job Steps
1. Remove rake from van or shelf on truck.
2. Survey lawn and remove large branches. Put them in/on vehicle or on customer designated pile.
3. To determine wind direction watch which way the leaves or tree branches are moving.
4. Go to the edge of the lawn and rake with the wind direction
5. Hold one hand (right if right handed vice versa for left) half way down rake handle facing down. The other hand place further up the handle facing down. Slightly the bend the arms and back.
6. Begin raking at the corner of the lawn, moving along the edge. Keep the leaves/ grass moving in a line.
7. When the line gets too heavy or large to move , make a pile.
8. Get the tarp from under the seat of the van/ truck. 
9. Load the leaves onto the tarp and take to van/truck or to designated pile.
10. Begin raking again from where the pile was,  using the same previous steps.
11. When lawn is completely raked of leaves/ grass and debris removed, put rake back in van/truck.
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
