Safe Work Procedure

Mounting and Dismounting Machinery
General - To avoid injuries to employees while getting on/off equipment. 

Hazards – Severe bodily injury

                   Musculoskeletal injuries
                   Terrain

PPE – Steel toed footwear

           Safety vest
           Hard hat

           Ear protection

1.  Ensure the machine is equipped with side grab rails and steps. 

2.  Clean off boots before climbing onto the machine. 

3.  Check the ground for hazards or obstructions in the mount/dismount area.

4. Face the machine and step onto the first step. 

5.  Maintain 3-point contact at all times. (2 hands and 1 foot or 2 feet and 1 hand.) 

6.  Climb into cab. Watch footing.

7.  Park the machine and then get off.  Shut off the machine if necessary. 

8.  Step out of the cab onto the ladder always facing the machine and disembark using 3 pt method.

9. Jumping from machinery or trucks is never permitted.

Remember when exiting the machine, for whatever reason, park the machine in a safe area outside of work zone [if able to] for exiting purposes. Communicate [horn to get attention and/or 2 way radio] with other machine operators your intentions.
