Job Steps
1. Position the truck on level ground if possible.
2. Apply parking brake.
3. Turn off ignition.
4. Start to load truck using proper lifting techniques.(see Job Procedure # 34 Safe Lifting Techniques)
5. Try to contain loads to inside of truck box.  Use tie downs, ropes or tarps for anything that may fall or blow off truck.  
6. For anything extending out past the tailgate mark with a red flag.
7. After driving a short distance, stop in safe area out of traffic flow, check to make sure load is still secure and make any adjustments necessary to tie downs, ropes or tarps.
8. Always be performing visual checks in mirror.
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
